Because of your widespread publicity and continued success, I am writing to ask for your help.  In 1999, you had the opportunity to meet Peter Achermann and his foster daughter Gladys Bradley.  You featured them on your segment entitled “Rock Sober.”  You and your assistant Subrata De interviewed them at both the Eclectic Café in Brainerd, Minnesota and at the Achermann farm in Staples, Minnesota.  

Peter Achermann mysteriously disappeared on July 24, 2009.  His abandoned car was found on a deserted, minimum maintenance road in the middle of the woods northeast of Staples, Minnesota.  An extensive search was conducted over a period of several months by family members, thousands of volunteers, the Cass County Sheriff’s Department, search divers, mounted posses, over 50 different search and rescue and cadaver dogs, helicopter and airplane pilots, and the Minnesota National Guard, who were called in by Minnesota Governor Tim Pawlenti.  Every effort to locate Peter has been unsuccessful and no known clues as to what may have happened to him have been found.  It is as if he disappeared into thin air.

Investigators working on the case have not ruled out foul play, but they have exhausted all of their leads and have no new leads to follow.  Someone out there knows where Peter is and what happened to him, but we need your help in publicizing this case.  It is our hope that your involvement will prompt someone to come forward with critical evidence of Peter’s whereabouts.
